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It's very, very dry in Kenya. Everyone is praying for
rain, but so far we have had only a few small showers that
barely wet the ground. The situation is desperate for these
peaple because, to be able to live, they depend on the land.
Finding and supplying water is even more important than
ever fo these people. Having help from you all is
invaluable. It keeps us working towards getting these
people the water they need fo survive.

With a camera man to document the conditions on the
ground, we managed to get footage on all the main T.V.
networks here in Kenya. The newspapers also gave the
drought and famine wide coverage. Things are moving, but
slowly and the clock is ticking for many families and their
animals as the rains STILL haven't started and I can fell
you all resources are stressed - water supply, food supply,
grass for animals. More than anything, there is deep
hopelessness.

We are so needed as caretakers for these peaple. Money
Jor water and food and commitment to stick around
through the crisis io the longer term solutions can go far io
help these peaple. | know peaple have been contributing
and we are gratefil. We are called to care radically for
peaple, to show love and compassion. People here need
our love. They really can't make it on their own.
